Swimming Pools and 
Trampolines in Low 
Rent Public Housing 

 

Summertime can offer fun and a 

variety of activities in the great 

outdoors.  However, water and 

swimming and other activities can 

also present a threat to your health 

and safety. For this reason the VHA 

has rules for swimming pools and 

trampolines in your yard area.   
 

POOLS: 

Written approval must be 

received prior to the placement 

or filling of a wading pool.    

Only wading pools are permitted 

in housing units owned by the 

VHA. 

Pools may be no bigger than six 

feet across and twelve inches 

deep.   

Wading pools can be used 

between May 15th and 

September 30th and must be 

emptied after each use.   

Please shut off the water hose 

after the pool is filled.   

For your safety and the safety of 

your neighbors, use of the 

wading pool should only occur 

under CONSTANT adult 

supervision. 

Please submit your written 

request for installation of a 

wading pool to Pam Haynes at 

the VHA maintenance 

department, 500 Omaha Way, 

Vancouver, WA 98661.

Trampolines are not allowed in your 

yard.  If you currently have one in 

your yard, please remove it.
