¢ Single-Family Homes for Sale: VHA
has an inventory of several single-family
homes available for sale with 20% down
payment assistance for those who are
ready to become homeowners.

e Lease Purchase Program: VHA has an
inventory of several single-family homes and condos available through
lease-to-purchase program for those who are still working on becoming
mortgage ready.

e Section 8 Homeownership Program: VHA can pay a portion of your
monthly mortgage costs with a Section 8 voucher. This program is only
available to current Section 8§ tenants and those on the Section 8 waitlist.
